Miss Milly's Garden Maze

Using Miss Milly's Garden fabric collection

Quilt size: 54%" x 542"
Block size: 9” finished

Yardage

Floral block centers and borders: 2Y yards of 361C
Yellow triangles and rectangles: 1% yards of 365Y
Purple “X” piece and rectangles: 1 yard of 367C
Blue “X” pieces and rectangles: 1 yard of 367B
Binding: ¥2 yard of 364B

Backing: 3% yards of 360C

NOTE: All strips are cut across the width of the fabric unless

otherwise noted.

Cutting

1. 361C Cut (5) 3%2" strips; crosscut into (49) 3%4" squares.
Using the remainder of the fabric, cut (4) 5" strips on
the length (parallel to the selvage) of the fabric. -

Cut (2) to 45%" in length and (2) to 54'2" in length.
2.365Y Cut (11) 2" strips.

Cur (5) 23" strips; crosscut into (64) 2%" squares.

Cur each square twice on the diagonal to produce

(256) quarter-square triang]es.

3.367C Cut (11) 134" strips.

Cur (8) 1%46" strips; crosscut into (64) 5" x 1%4¢”" rectang]es.
Use template A to trim to final shape — or — fold each
rectangle in half lengthwise and then trim each corner at
a 45 degree angle. You can use any ruler with a clearly
printed 45 degree line.

4.367B Cut (11) 1%" strips.

Cut (8) 1%46" strips; crosscut into (128) 2%4" x 1946 rectangles.

Use template B to trim to final shape — or — fold each
rectangle in half lengthwise and then trim the corners
from only one end at a 45 degree angle.

Templates

Construction

1. Sew (11) strip sets that each include (in order) 1%4" purple strip,
2" yellow strip and 1'4" blue strip. Press seams away from the
yellow strip. Cut sets into (112) 3%2" units.

2. Sew units from step 1 to each side of center 3%4" squares. There
are (7) center squares and (8) strip units in each row. Refer to
photo for proper placement — (4) rows begin with a purple strip
on the outside and (3) rows begin with a blue strip on the
outside. Press seams away from center squares.

3. To form “X” units, sew a yellow triangle to each side of a blue
“arrow” shape. Align corners of both pieces and sew through
the “V” that is formed at opposite end. Press seams away from
the yellow triangles.

4. Sew a unit from step 3 to opposite sides of the purple “double
arrow” shape. Once again, sew through the “V” that is formed
at each end. Press seams toward the purple.

5. Referring to photo, sew the “X” units and remaining units from
step 1 into rows. There are (8) “X” units and (7) strip set units in
each row. Press seams toward the strip set units.

6. Referring to photo, sew rows together and press final seams
toward the “X” rows.

7.Sew a 45%2" border to each side of the quilt. Sew a 541" border
to the top and bottom of the quilt. Press all seams toward the borders.

8. Layer, baste and quilt as desired. Sample quilt was quilted in
the ditch of each row seam, carrying those lines into all of the
borders. Corners of the borders were quilted with a fan pattern.
Prepare binding and sew to the quilt.
